Introduction

This annual edition presents data reported to the Hellenic
Center for Disease Control and Prevention (H.C.D.C.P.)
until December 31, 2011.

Newly reported HIV infections
(including AIDS cases)

In 2011, 954 new HIV infections were reported. Among
them, 820 (86.0%) were males and 134 (14.0%) were
females. Totally, 62 cases (6.5%) reported as HIV positive in
2011 had already developed AIDS or progressed to AIDS
during that year (table 1). Men who have sex with men
(MSM) represented 35.6% of reported HIV infections in
2011 followed by injecting drug users (IDUs), who
accounted for 25.3% (table 2). The route of HIV
transmission remained undetermined in 23.1% of cases. In
2011, 4 vertically-acquired HIV infections were also observed
(table 2). Furthermore, one case reported the receipt of
infected blood in a foreign country as the most probable route
of HIV transmission (table 2). The age group of 25-44 years
old represented the majority of all reported HIV infections
(table 3). The predominant age group in both males (23.3%)
and females (26.1%) was that of 30-34 years old.

Transmission category

Opverall, homosexual contact is the most frequently reported
route of HIV transmission in Greece. The largest proportion
of recorded HIV cases (48.2%) has been diagnosed in men
who have sex with men (table 5, figure 3).

In 2011, an HIV outbreak in the population of injecting drug
users was observed in Greece. More specifically, the reported
number of HIV infections among IDUs in 2011 (241) was
approximately 15-fold greater than the corresponding figure
in 2010 (15). In 2011, the reported HIV infections among
IDUs represented almost 1/4 of the total number of
registered HIV cases in Greece for that year, while in 2010
the corresponding percentage was only 2.5% (figures 4,5).

Among 2631 cases infected through heterosexual contact,
33.7% of cases were persons who lived or originated from
countries with a generalized HIV epidemic, 17.9% had sexual
contact with an HIV positive person whose route of HIV
transmission has not been recognized, and for 35.5% of cases,
heterosexual transmission was very likely but information on
risk factors or on the HIV status of the partner were not

available (table 6, figure 6).

Four vertically-acquired HIV cases of Greek nationality were
reported in 2011. Among them, there were 3 boys and 1 girl
born to HIV-infected mothers, who injected illicit drugs.
Totally, 86 cases of HIV infection in children (age < 13 years
old at the date of report) have been reported in Greece. Out of
them, 51 (59.3%) were boys and 34 (39.5%) were girls (table
8). Approximately, 73% of HIV positive children in Greece
have been infected by their mothers (table 9, figure 8).

Newly diagnosed AIDS cases

In 2011, 83 new AIDS cases were diagnosed in Greece.
Among them, 67 (80.7%) were males and 16 (19.3%) were
females (table 10). Sixty-two cases were reported also as
HIV positive in 2011. Sex between men accounted for
50.6% of newly diagnosed AIDS cases, while individuals
that acquired HIV infection through heterosexual
intercourse represented 34.9% of reported cases (table 11).
Most of AIDS cases were older than 30 years old at the time
of their diagnosis (table 12).

A total of 3254 AIDS cases have been diagnosed in Greece by
December 31, 2011. Among them, 2741 (84.2%) were males
and 513 (15.8%) were females (table 13).

The number of AIDS diagnoses fell substantially from 1997
until 2001 due to the introduction of Highly Active
Antiretroviral Therapy (HAART), and it has remained
relatively low during recent years including 2011 (figures 9,
10). It should be noted that the advances in HIV/AIDS
therapy since 1997 have diminished the ability of AIDS
surveillance data to reveal trends in the incidence of HIV
infection.

Men who have sex with men comprised the highest proportion
of AIDS cases (56.3%), followed by AIDS patients who had
been infected heterosexually (25.8%). Among AIDS cases, the
reported transmission of HIV via other routes remains limited.

Deaths of AIDS cases

Among AIDS cases, 47 persons died in 2011. Totally, most
deaths have been observed in males reflecting the high
percentage of men among AIDS patients (table 18).

The significant decline in the number of deaths observed after
1997 is attributed to the widespread administration of
combinational antiretroviral therapy, which improved survival

of HIV infected individuals (figure 14).
